Storm causes damage, injuries 
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One storm caused injuries to three people, while another storm caused damage in Crawford County on Thursday night.
Of the three people, one person suffered serious injuries and was transported to Mt. Carmel Medical Hospital by Crawford County EMS and was later transferred to St. John's Hospital in Joplin, Mo. Two of the injuries occurred when the storm destroyed a mobile home east of 120th and 530th.
The property owned by Mike Gall was completely destroyed and Gall had to be transported to St. John's Regional Medical Center in Joplin, Mo.
In addition to Gall, Terra Cousatte was also transported to St. John's with serious injuries and according to Dave Gall, Mike Gall's father, she went into surgery Friday morning and had a vertebrae replaced.
Officials also knew of at least 19 structures either damaged or destroyed in the county, including one destroyed home, while 10 other homes were damaged. Four barns were destroyed and another was damaged. Two sheds and a garage were also destroyed.
The crop damage from the storms was estimated to be millions of dollars. As of 7 a.m. Friday morning, 3,000 homes were still without electricity. Crawford County Sheriff Sandy Horton said that the National Weather Service had yet to confirm whether the storm was a tornado.
"They are here now doing damage assessments," Horton said. "They'll look for what kind of damage was done, and they'll try to make a determination on if it was straight-line winds or high winds or a tornado."
While no official statement had been released for Cherokee County, there was confirmed damage in Galena and West Mineral. There were no confirmed injuries in the county.
Horton said the damage was caused by multiple storms.
"We had three storms last night, two of the three storms caused damage - the last two storms," Horton said. "The second storm caused the most damage and all three of the injuries. The damage path started two miles south of Girard, and about 8 miles west of Girard. It then moved southeast toward Cherokee."
Horton said that there were trees knocked down and damage to residents north of Cherokee, and that there was also damage in an area northwest of McCune.
The National Weather Service issued a severe thunderstorm watch for Crawford County at 4:47 p.m. The storm warning was later upgraded to a tornado warning at 8:35 p.m. and the warning lasted until about 9:45 p.m. High winds, heavy rain and quarter-sized hail was reported with the storm.
At 10:04 p.m. Crawford County was issued a severe thunderstorm warning until 10:45 p.m., and the warning was later extended until 11:30 p.m. This second storm caused the injuries and most of the storm-related damage. The storm had reports of heavy rain, high winds and quarter-sized hail, along with the injuries and structural damage, large trees and electric poles were downed and flash flooding occurred on some county roads.
The NWS issued another thunderstorm warning at 11:47 p.m. and this storm caused damage, but no injuries were reported.
