


Storms give SEK a scare

Southeast Kansas was bombarded with reports of tornado and severe thunderstorm warnings on Tuesday night. However, little damage was reported.
At about 4 p.m. Tuesday a severe thunderstorm warning was issued for Crawford County set to last until 5:15 p.m. After 4:30 p.m., it was changed to a tornado warning. Reports of tornadic winds were said to be in Girard and were heading toward Arma and Mulberry. Winds were reported to be as strong as 70 miles per hour, but a tornado never touched down.
Later, a tornado warning was issued for Neosho County, as well as one for northern Montgomery and southern Wilson counties.
Meanwhile, most surrounding counties were under severe thunderstorm warnings. Northern Labette and southern Labette counties had a warning issued until 8:45 p.m. and Cherokee and Crawford counties had a warning from 8:30 to 9:30 p.m.
As of 10:30 p.m. Tuesday, Crawford and Neosho Counties had reported no damage. However, the Cherokee County Sheriff's Department said there were power outages in Scammon, West Mineral and Roseland and that trees were down in Corona, Scammon, West Mineral and Roseland.
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
